The Challenge will involve a round of 7 – 10 show jumping obstacles and 15 – 25 cross country jumping efforts. Sections may run concurrently (not necessarily in order of A, B etc). Competitors are not allowed to go over a XC practice jump between the SJ and XC phases.
Show Jumping Phase: Time allowed will be based on a speed of 350mpm for each of Ch80, Ch90 & Ch100. Every commenced period of 1 second in excess of time allowed will be penalised by 1 time penalty. Competitors must go through the start within 20 seconds of the signal to start being given (time penalties will be incurred if more than 20 seconds).
Cross Country Phase: Optimum time will be based on a speed of 435mpm (Challenge 80), 450mpm (Challenge 90), or 475mpm (Challenge 100).

Flu Vaccination Certificates All competing horses and ponies must have an up to date full flu vaccination certificate and comply with BRC rules. If your flu vaccination does not comply, or you do not bring the complete record with you, you will be eliminated. Refer to the current BRC handbook for the full rules on vaccination certificates. A flu vac checker is available from the BRC Downloads section of the BRC website. The last vaccination must have been given after 8th September 2019 (and before 21st March 2020).

Hats & Body Protectors Hats meeting the current standards must be worn at all times and securely fastened when mounted. It is also advised to wear a hat when handling on the ground. Body Protectors are mandatory and must be up to the current standard. Up to date Standards can be found in the BRC Handbook or on the website.

Refund Policy There will be no return of qualifier entry fees unless the qualifier is cancelled.
